C. AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION (Citizens Comment Form in Basket in Foyer of City Hall)

1.  Bob Warshawer – Black Rock
Fiber optics connectivity Franchise for the City of Blaine and Blaine Businesses.  Not intended for residential at this point.  Competition includes cable and DSL (T1).  Other franchises are non-exclusive.  Broadband over power, such as PSE might provide, is possible, but may not be feasible at this time.

2. Christina Alexander – Art installation day (April 9, 2005) appreciation to volunteer City employees Leroy Dougall and Mike Schrader for helping.

3. Lincoln Road / Harborview / Drayton Harbor Road intersection issue

Mike McBride – Unsafe conditions at intersection.  Requests representation from City to County regarding issues.  Requests Lighting, repaint boundary lines, possible danger from culverts.  Needs to be alternative financing.

Martin Conyac – Read written statement regarding rerouting of traffic on City roads while County roads are being repaired and requesting City to therefore become involved.  

Bob Orgonas – Lincoln Road does not meet County specs due to lack of shoulders and structure.  Requests speed limit signs of 25 mph due to hazards during poor weather conditions.  Suggests striping the shoulders, rock fill in culverts and guard rails.
Rod McCallum – President of Semiahmoo Resort Association.  Requests Blaine Council’s support.

Ron Leach – Requests that City Council and Mayor use their political influence to start a dialog with the County regarding these issues.

Bob Tannen – Requests to be added as another person addressing the issue.

Tomsic response – Spoke with Banham, Goodwin and Rutan regarding this issue.  Area of Lincoln Road and Shintaffer has additional issue of development proposal that ties Birch Bay to Shintaffer.  Affirms that issue needs to be addressed.
Wolf question – Mr. Rutan stated that they wouldn’t get started until next summer (2006).  Asks for ideas on next step to take.

Tomsic response – There could be some competition for funds and the whole area needs to be reviewed regarding UGA.
