1. Approval Airport Master Plan – presented by Gary Tomsic.  Bruce Wolf advised of his participation on the Airport Master Plan and felt that the committee worked very hard to come up with a good master plan.  He felt that if it is approved tonight that we do not apply for grants.  Charlie Hawkins felt that they should move forward with this issue.  

MOTION MADE BY JASON OVERSTREET TO HAVE CITY COUNCIL POSTPONE ANY ACTION ON THE AIRPORT MASTER PLAN UNTIL COUNCIL HAS MADE AN OFFICIAL DECISION AS TO EXPANSION OR CLOSURE OF THE AIRPORT.  THE MOTION WAS SECONDED BY JOHN LIEBERT AND APPROVED 4-3 (Charlie Hawkins, Mike Myers, and Bruce Wolf voting against).  

Mike Myers:  I am just going to wind up by saying that I think that’s a bad decision.  A community without a plan for an airport is not a good community.

Mike Myers:  Excuse me, order please.  Everyone has had their say, I’m going to have my say.  This is a good plan, this is a good master plan and we should have it and it’s wrong to disapprove it and it’s wrong to postpone it.  We should go ahead with it.  We should not postpone it.  But it’s been moved and seconded and we’ve passed the postponement, so we’ll table it and talk about it further.  Do you have something further.
John Liebert:  I fully agree this is a good plan.  I agree with what Bruce reiterated before.  It’s not meant to dis any of those people who worked so hard on this master plan.  It just seems to me, personally anyway, that we send a wrong message which we had done previously when we had adopted a master plan before and then we backed off of it.  It seems that that sends a bad message to the FAA as well, as well as to our community.  We know that in September, September 5th and September, I think it’s 21, that the alternative use committee report is coming in.  We still have time after that if we needed to adopt the master plan and go for that October funding.  But by taking a step tonight that says we’re going to fully adopt the master plan prior to the other half of the study, I thought that would send a bad message to our community.  
Jason Overstreet:  Mr. Mayor, I would only follow up by saying that this motion doesn’t speak to the quality of the plan necessarily, it speaks to the timing.  Full stop.  The timing.  

Mike Myers:  All right.  We’ll work on this later then.
