D. AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
1. Todd Harrison – Washington State Department of Transportation. Update on SR543. A contract has been awarded to IMCO from Bellingham as the contractor. WDOT will receive the contractor’s schedule this week.  This will be a two year project.  There will be a meeting at the community center on May 4th from 6:00 to 8:00 pm.  They have an email distribution list and people can sign up for it at the Community Center or on their website. Harrison also provided information on the “D” Street interchange and remodel of the port facility. He stated that there is border formula money from the Feds as part as the federal transportation budget, and that they are fully funded.  Harrison also introduced the project manager Chris Damitio. Overstreet had questions regarding signage that may be incorporated into the project.  Gary Tomsic stated the tourism advisory committee has been meeting and is discussing the signage issues. Tomsic also stated that we need to determine if the park is going to continue to maintain the property by Big Al’s and if not what type of signage will need to be put up.  Question regarding Peace Arch Park sign from Christina Alexander in audience.  Steve Banham advised of motorist information signs.  Liebert invited Todd back for updates.  
2. Pugwash Sister City Presentation – R.B. Porter – slide show showing similarities as well as differences.  With audience sign-up was a Sister Cities petition.
Dianne Thomas, Poplar View Street, Blaine, WA – Coordinator of Blaine’s Icelandic Heritage Society.  Thomas discussed positive factors of having Pugwash as a sister city.
